You do not
have to sit Unit NGC1 again if you have
passed it within the last five years.

How is the course assessed?

Candidates are assessed with written 
examinations for each of the two taught 
units (NGC1 and FC1). 

Candidates must carry out a fire risk 
assessment (FC2) in a real workplace to 
demonstrate application of the theory 
studied. 
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
